On Saturday, October 25 (rain-date October 26) from 1-7 p.m. the Brushy Creek community is once again hosting The Hairy Man Festival,
a family charitable event benefitting area food banks serving Williamson County, the Hill Country, and north rural Travis County.
Additionally, several dozen booths are sponsored by area school clubs, civic groups, charities and homeowner associations as fund raisers.

We are requesting permission to close the following roads from 11 a.m. - 8 p.m.:
• Northbound O'Connor from Liberty Walk to East Dorman be closed and 2-way traffic on southbound side

East Dorman from O'Connor to Margay closed
Sabertooth from East Dorman to Margay closed

• Close Margay

Additionally, we would like to post "No Parking" alongside the park at Liberty Walk (north side).

The closing of the section of O'Connor is for horse and surrey rides operating from the O'Connor parking lot to Dorman-Sabertooth-
Margay-Dorman for a loop ride back to the parking lot.

Additionally, the Hairy Man 5-K will begin and end at O'ConnorlLiberly Walk, with 200-300 runners expected to congregate. The Hairy
Man 5-K is expected to affect traffic from 5 to 6pm. The Round Rock Runners Club's plan for addressing the road closures for the 5-K
is attached for additional consideration by the Court.

The MUD will be able to provide a certain amount of traffic barricades and cones but we would need additional material including the
traffic directional signage to make these detours as easy as possible for the public. I am also asking that the Constable's Office provide
officers to direct traffic and assist pedestrians in getting to the park and particularly exiting to 620 after the Festival closes. I've already
obtained commitments from Williamson Co. EMS and the Sam Bass Volunteer Fire Department for the duration of the Festival, including
an ambulance for the 5-K.

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AGREEMENT

FOR HEALTH CARE SERVICES

This AGREEMENT is made by and between the University of Texas Medical Branch at Galveston

(hereinafter referred to as "UTMB") and the Commissioner's Court of Williamson County, Texas

(hereinafter referred to as "COUNTY").

A. Services

UTMB agrees to provide health care services to eligible residents of COUNTY who are

referred to or transferred to UTMB and who meet the financial eligibility classification

described in plU'llgrliphB, section 3. These services are:

I. emergency and non-emergency non-obstetricaVneonatal health care services

(excluding psychiatric care) for eligible residents of COUNTY; and

2. obstetrical and neonatal services for eligible residents of COUNTY who are

registered in or referred to UTMB by the prenatal service program established by

separate contract between COUNTY and UTMB's Department of Obstetrics and

Gynecology and who are not enrolled in or qualify for the MIHIA program or

Medicaid.

B. Definitions

I. "Non-obstetrical/neonatal health care services" include:

a. Inpatient hospital services provided under the supervision of a licensed

physician member of the clinical faculty of UTMB. Inpatient hospital

services include but are not limited to appropriate diagnostic, laboratory, X-

ray and therapeutic services.

b. Outpatient specialty consultative services provided under the direction of a

licensed physician member of the clinical faculty of UTMB. Such services
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include but are not limited to appropriate diagnostic, laboratory, X-ray and

therapeutic services.

c. Provision of prescription medication as required, consistent with UTMB

policies during the patient's inpatient stay. In cases where eligible patients

cease to require inpatient services as described above, or upon the return of

an eligible patient to the primary care delivery program in the COUNTY, the

COUNTY will provide further medication, if required, pursuant and subject

to the limitations of the COUNTY's prescription medication policies. Any

medication not covered under the COUNTY's prescription medication

policy will be the responsibility of the patient. Eligible patients may obtain

prescription medications at the UTMB Outpatient Pharmacy in accordance

with UTMB formularY and co-payment policies.

2. "ObstetficaI and neonatal services":

Inpatient and outpatient services as described in paragraph B, section I, for eligible

residents.

3. "Eligible resident" is:

A resident of the COUNTY whose annual income places that resident at or below

100% of the level annually established as constituting poverty by the United States

Department of Health and Human Services and who is determined to be eligible in

accordance with the procedures defined in paragraph C of this AGREEMENT.

4. "MIHIA program:"

Refers to the patients eligible for health care services under the Maternal andInfant

Health Improvement Act (ACTS 1989, 71st Leg., ch.678, Section I [Vernon 1989]).
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5. "Prenatal service program:"

Clinic program established by separate contract between COUNTY and UTMB's

Department of Obstetrics and Gynecology.

C. Verification of Eligibility

I. UTMB and COUNTY agree that COUNTY is responsible for determination of

eligibility and appropriate identification of individuals entitled to health care

services as defined in paragraph A.

2. Patients currently receiving treatment at UTMB for whom eligibility has not been

determined nor an identification card issued, shall be referred to the appropriate

CountylLiaison office as they appear for service. UTMB shall inform such patients

that eligibility determination and identification cards are required before further

services can be delivered at UTMB. COUNTY will accept UTMB's determination

of elig~bility for the services provided prior to that referral. COUNTY will be

contacted for verification of eligibility of all inpatient admissions as soon as

reasonably possible.

3. In addition to COUNTY'S determination, UTMB will screen patients for eligibility

for state or federal entitlement programs and/or insurance, and if such is identified,

COUNTY will be notified and COUNTY will not be billed for the services

provided by UTMB.

4. Emergent or urgent treatment will be rendered by UTMB to COUNTY residents

presenting at UTMB and UTMB determination of eligibility will be accepted by

COUNTY for payment purposes if the patient has not been previously formally

screened by COUNTY.
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D. Mutual Agreements

I. InderruUfication-

1.1 COUNTY agrees to hold the State of Texas, the Board of Regents of The University

of Texas System, UTMB, its officers, employees, and agents harmless from and

indemnify each of them against any and all claims, actions, damages, suits,

proceedings, judgments, and liabilities, excluding attorney's fees, for personal

injury, death, or property damage resulting from the acts or omissions of COUNTY

or the acts or omissions of others under COUNTY's supervision or control.

1.2 To the extent authorized by the Constitution and laws of the State of Texas, UTMB

agrees to hold COUNTY and its officers, employees, and agents harmless from and

indemnify each against any and all claims, actions, damages, suits, proceedings,

judgments, and liabilities, excluding attorney's fees, for personal injury, death, or

property damage resulting from the acts or omissions of UTMB or acts or omissions

of others under UTMB's supervision or control.

2. COUNTY acknowledges that this AGREEMENT is for inpatient and outpatient

specialty services only and does not provide for or include primary care services for

eligible residents. COUNTY agrees to establish a primary care delivery system for

eligible residents whose incomes are at or below 100% of the Federal Poverty

Index. Upon request of COUNTY, UTMB will assist COUNTY in establishing a

primary care delivery system for eligible residents if a primary care system does not

currently exist within COUNTY. Provided, however, UTMB's assistance to

COUNTY shall not include any financial liability and COUNTY shall be solely
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responsible for all expenses incurred to establish, implement and maintain such

program.

3. COUNTY certifies that a system for obstetrical and newborn inpatient care has been

established for those patients registered in the prenatal service program but who are

unable to be appropriately transferred to UTMB at the time of delivery.

4. Transportation of eligible resident to UTMB, by whatever means, for services

provided under the terms of this AGREEMENT, shall be the responsibility of the

patierit. UTMB is not responsible for any transportation costs that are incurred in

accepting transfers of eligible patients from another medical facility, and if the

patient is unable to pay for medically required land or air ambulance transport, such

costs shall be the responsibility of the transferring facility.

S. UTMB will provide appropriate discharge summaries and consultation reports on

the eligible resident to the primary care physician or liaison office established in

COUNTY to maintain the appropriate continuity of care of the eligible resident.

6. All transfers require appropriate physician to physician referral. Acceptance will be

based on available resources. To transfer to UTMB Inpatient Service:

a. All admissions to UTMB Hospitals must be initiated by a resident or clinical

faculty member of UTMB's medical staff whether from the emergency

room, on transfer from another facility, or from an ambulatory setting.

b. Eligible residents treated by a private physician or hospital in COUNTY

should be referred to the COUNTY's primary care clinic or liaison office for

follow-up treatment unless the medical condition is urgent or emergent.

Urgent or emergent cases treated by a private physician should be referred
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to the nearest hospital emergency room in COUNTY for stabilization.

c. Transfer of eligible residents presenting with urgent or emergent medical

problems at a facility other than UTMB are eligible for transfer to UTMB

for inpatient services under the requirements of the State medical transfer

laws. The treating physician at that facility should contact the UTMB

faculty in the emergency room, or in the labor and delivery suite if an

obstetrical case, to determine that facilities at UTMB exist and to reach

agreement on the stability of the patient prior to actual transfer. A priority

waiting list for transfers will be developed by each service. UTMB agrees to

accept transfers of eligible resident patients covered by this AGREEMENT

conditional on the availability of the appropriate resources including but not

limited to inpatient beds and staff at UTMB at the time of the requested

,transfer.

d. Emergency and urgent care will be provided, including inpatient services as

medically indicated, for COUNTY patients presenting directly at UTMB.

Best efforts will be made to contact COUNTY to confirm eligibility if the

patient does not already possess such identification and UTMB fmandal

screening indicates probable eligibility. UTMB will document this effort.

COUNTY will accept UTMB's determination of eligibility if contact with

COUNTY cannot be established in a timely manner.

e. Transfer of eligible residents and their newborn infants from hospitals in

COUNTY to UTMB for secondary or tertiary level postpartum or neonatal

services requires prior physician to physician referral and acceptance.
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f. Transfer of residents who have not registered in the prenatal service program

will be considered for obstetrical and newborn services at UTMB on a case

by case, space available basis and requires appropriate physician to

physician referral and acceptance and prior COUNTY authorization.

COUNTY and UTMB agree that residents who have not registered in the

prenatal service program but who transferred and were accepted at UTMB

with authorization from COUNTY will be considered an eligible resident for

all purposes of this AGREEMENT.

7. All requests for ambulatory specialty consultations must be based on appropriate

physician to physician referral. Acceptance will be based on available resources.

As indicated in Section D.6.b., community physicians should refer eligible patients

to the County's primary care delivery system unless their medical condition is so

urgent'lS to preclude such referral. To request ambulatory specialty consultation:

a. The COUNTY's primary care clinic or liaison office is responsible for

scheduling the appointment by contact with the appropriate clinic during

regular working hours. UTMB is responsible for providing a current list of

phone numbers for each individual clinic. Eligibility is confirmed by such

scheduling by COUNTY.

b. If there are unique circumstances (including a complicated medical

condition) or insufficient time to make a routine appointment, the

COUNTY's liaison office or primary care physician should directly contact a

UTMB physician on the appropriate service to communicate those special

needs.
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c. A completed consultation form must be provided by the COUNTY

designated primary care physician/clinic through the COUNTY liaison

office to the appropriate specialty clinic at UTMB. This form can be mailed

or otherwise delivered to the UTMB clinic by COUNTY liaison office.

Without the form, the patient will be rescheduled with a request to the

COUNTY that the form be submitted.

d. The consultation form will be completed by the physician in the UTMB

specialty clinic summarizing diagnostic studies carried out, working

diagnosis, suggested course of action, and any prescription given including

quantity. A copy will be retained in the UTMB medical record and the

original returned to the COUNTY primary care physician/clinic through the

COUNTY liaison office. Unique situations including the need for other

,consultations, for inpatient admission, for early follow-up at the primary

care clinic should be discussed directly between the UTMB physician and

the COUNTY designated primary care physician. If such communication

cannot occur, the UTMB physicians will proceed with their best medical

judgment and COUNTY will compensate UTMB for these additional

services in accordancewith this AGREEMENT.

8. Neither UTMB nor COUNTY shall be required to perform any term, condition, or

covenant of this AGREEMENT so long as such performance is delayed or

prevented by acts of God, material or labor restriction by any governmental

authority, civil riot, floods, hurricanes, or other natural disasters, and any other
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cause not reasonably within the control of UTMB or COUNTY and which by the

exercise of due diligence UTMB or COUNTY is unable, wholly or in part, to

prevent or overcome.

9. UTMB and COUNTY agree that in the performance of this AGREEMENT there

will be no discrimination against any person or persons on account of race, color,

sex, sexual orientation, religion, age, national origin, disability or veteran status and

that both parties agree to comply with all applicable requirements of th~Civil

Rights Act of 1964, as amended, Executive Order 11246, the Vietnam Era Veterans

Readjustment Act of 1974, the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, the Age Discrimination

Act of 1975, the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, and all other federal rules

and regulations, state laws and executive orders as applicable.

10. This AGREEMENT constitutes the entire agreement between UTMB and

COUNTY relating to the treatment of eligible residents at UTMB and addresses

both obstetrical and non-obstetrical services provided at UTMB. No agreements,

modifications or amendments, implied or otherwise, shall be binding on any of the

parties unless set forth in writing and signed by both parties.

11. UTMB and COUNTY agree that this AGREEMENT shall be construed in

accordance with the laws of the State of Texas.

12. If one or more of the provisions of this AGREEMENT, or the application of any

provision to any party or circumstance, is held invalid, unenforceable, or illegal in

any respect, the remainder of this AGREEMENT and the application of the

provision to other parties or circumstances shall remain valid and in full force and

effect.

3.4.11 Providlng del2iled quantity surveys or inventories of
material, equipment and labor.

3.4.12 Providlng arullyses of owning and operating costs.

3.4.13 Providlng interior design and other similar services
required for or in cOIUlection with the selection, procurement
or insl2ilation of fumilUre, furnishings and related eqUipment.

3.4.14 Providlng services for planning tenant or rental spaces.

3.4.15 Making investigations, inventories of rn=riaIs or equip-
men!, or V2luationsand del2iIed ~ of existing facilltics.

3.4.16 Prepating a set of reprodudble record drawings show-
ing significant changes in the Work made during construction
based on morked-up prints, drawings ~d other data furnished
by the Contro<:tor to the Architecr.

3.4.17 Providlng assistance in the utllJzation of equipment or
systems such as testing. adjusting and balandng, preparation 'of
operation and maintenance manuals, tr.Iining personnel for
operation and maintenance, and consultation during operation.
3.4.18 Providing services after issuance to the Owner of the
flrtal Certitlcate for Payment, or in the absence of a flrtal Cer-
tificate for Payment, more than 60 days after the date of Sub-
stantial Completion of the Work.

3.4.19 Providing services of consultants for other than :archi-
tectural, strueturol, mechanical and electrical engineering por-
tions of the Projecr provided as a part of Basic services.

3.4.20 Providlng any other services not otherwise included in
this Agreement or not CUStomarilyfurnished in accordance
with genet2lly accepted orchiteetur.tl practice.

ARTIClE 4
OWNER'S RESPONSIBIUTIES

4.1 The Owner shall provide full information regarding
requirements for the Projecr, including a program which shall
set forth the Owner's objectives, schedule, conslI2ints and cri-
teria, includlng space requirements and relationships, 1Iexi-
billty, expandabillty, speci2l equipment, systems and site
requirements. , i.:O

•

4.2 The Owner shall establish and update an ovet2ll budger for
the Project, includlng the Construction Cost, the Owner's other
COStsand reasonable contingendes related to all of these COSts.

4.3 If requested by the Architeet, the Owner shall furnish J.i-
dence that finand21 arrangements have been made to fullilI the
Owner's obligations under this Agreement. \

4.4 The Owner shall designate a representative authorized to
act on the Owner's behalf with respect to the Projecr. The
Owner or such authorized representative shall render decisions
in a timely manner pertaining to documents submitted by the
Architect in order to avoid unre2S0nable delay in the orderly
and sequential progress of the Architect's services.

4.5 The Owner shall furnish surveys describing physical
ch:aracteristics, legal limitations and utility locations for the site
of the ProjeCt, and a written legal description of the site. The
surveys and legal information shall include, as applicable,
grades and tines of streets, alleys, pavements and adjoining
property and structures; adjacent drainage; rights-of-way,
restrictions, easements, encroachments, zoning, deed restric-
tions, boundaries and contours of the site, locations, dimen-
sions and neccss:ary data pertaining to existing buildlngs, other
improvements and trees; and infonnation concerning available
utility services and tines, both public and private, above and
below grade, includlng inverts and depths. All the information
on the survey shall be referenced to a Projecr benchmark.

4.6 The Owner shall furnish the services of geotechnical engi-
neers when such services are requested by the Architect. Such
services may include but are not limited to test borings, test
pits, determinations of soil be:aring values, percolation tests,
evaluations of hazardous materials, ground corrosion and resls-
tivity tests, including neccss:ary operations for anticipating sub-
soil conditions, with reports and appropriate professional
recommendations.
4.6.1 The Owner shall furnish the services of other consul-
tants when such services are reasortably required by the scope
of the Project and are requested by the Archirecr. .

4.7 The Owner shall furnish structUral, mechanical, chemical.
air and worer pollution tests, tests for hazardous materials, and
other laboratory and environmental tests, inspections and
reports required by law or the Contract Documents.

4.8 The Owner shall furnish all legal, accounting and insurance
counseling services as may be neccss:ary at any time for the
Projecr, includlng auditing services the Owner may requlre to
verify the Contractor's Applications for Payment or to ascertain
how or for what purposes the Contractor has used the money
paid by or on behalf of the Owner.

4.9 The services, information, surveys and reports required by
Paragraphs 4.5 through 4.8 shall be furnished at the Owner's
expense, and the Architect shall be entitled to rely upon the
accuracy and completeness thereof.

4.10 Prompt written notice shall be given by the Owner to the
Architecr if the Owner becomesawore of any fault or defect in
the Projecr or nonconformance with the Contract Documents;

..-
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4.11 The proposed language of certificates or certifications
requested of the Architecr or Architecr's consultants shall be
submitted to the Architect for review and approval at leasr 14
days prior to execution. The Owner shall not request certifica-
tions that would require knowledge or services beyond the
scope of this Agreement.
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ARTICLE 5
CONSTRUCTION COST

5.1 DEFINITION

5.1.1 The Construction Cost shall be the tmal cost or esti-
mated cost to the Owner of all elements of the Project designed
or specified by the Architect.

5.1.2 The Construction COSt shall include the cost at current
market rates of labor and materials furnished by the Owner and
equipment designed, specified, selected or specially provided
for by the Architect, plus a reasonable allowance for the Con-
tractor's overhead and profit, In addition, a reasonable allow-
ance for contingendes shall be inducted for market conditions
at the time of bidding and for changes In the Work dUring
construction.

5.1.3 Construction Cost does not include the compensation of
the Architect and Architect's consultants, the costs of the land,
rights-of-way, financing or other costs which are the respon-
Sibility of the Owner as prOVided in Article 4.

5.2 RESPONSIBIUTY FOR CONSTRUCTION COST
5.2.1 Evaluations of the Owner's Project budget, preliminary
estimates of Construction COSt and detailed estimates of Con.
structlon Cost, if any, prepared by the Architect, represent the
Architect's best judgment as a design professional familiar with
the construction industry. It is recognized. however, that nei.
ther the Architect nor the Owner has control over the COSt of
labor, materials or equipment, over the Contractor's methods
of determining bid prices. or over competitive bidding, market
or negotiating conditions. Accordingly, the Architect cannot
and does not warrant or represent that bids or negotiated prices
will not vary from the Owner's Project bUdget or from any
estimate of Construction Cost or ~uatlon prepared or agreed
to by the Architect.

5.2.2 No fixed limit of Construction Cost shall be estabUshed
as a condition of this Agreement by the furnishing, proposal or
estab~hment of a Project budget, unless such fixed limit has
been agreed upon in writing and signed by the parties hereto. If
such a fixed limit has been estabUshed. the Architect shall be
permitted to include contlngencles for design, bidding and
price escalation. to detettnine what materials, equipment, com.
ponent systems and types of construction are to be included in
the Contract Documents. to make reasonable adjustments In
the scope of the Project and to include in the Contract Docu-
ments alternate bids to adjust the Construction COSt to the fixed
limit. Fixed limits, if any, shall be Increased in the amount of an
increase in the Contract Sum occurring after execution of the
Contract for Construction.

5.2.3 If the Bidding or Negotiation Phase has not commenced
within 90 days after the Architect submits the Construe:tlon
Documents to the Ow!ler. any Project budget or fixed limit of
Construction COSt shall be adjusted to rellect changes in the
general level of prices In the construction industry betweCn the
date of submission of the Construction Documents to the
Owner and the date on which proposals are sought. -""
5.2.4 If a fixed limit of Construction Cost (adjusted as pro-
vided in Subparagraph 5.2.3) Is exceeded by the lowest bona
fide bid or negotiated proposal, the Owner'shall:

.1 give written approval of an increase in such fixed
limit;

.2 authorize rebIdding or renegotiating of the Project
within a reasonable time;

.3 if the Project is ab2l1doned, terminate in accorcbnce
with Paragraph 8.3; or

.4 cooperate in revising the Project scope and quality as;
required to reduce the Construction COSt. '

5.2.5 If the Owner chooses to proceed under Clause 5.2.4.4,
the Architect, without additional charge, shall modify the Con-
tract Documents as necessary to comply with the fL'led limit, if
established as a condition of this Agreement. The modification
of Contract Documents shall be the limit of the Architect's
responsibility arising out of the establishment of a fixed limit.
The Architect shall be entitled to compensation in accordance
with this Agreement for all services performed whether or not
the Construction Ph~ is commenced.

ARTICLE 6
USE OF ARCHITECT'S DRAWINGS,

SPECIFICATIONS AND OTHER DOCUMENTS

8.1 The DraWings, Specifications and other documents pre-
pared by the Architect for this Project are instruments of the
Architect's service for use solely with respect to this Project
and, unless otherwise proVided, the Architect shall be deemed
the author of these documents and shall retain all common law,
statutory and other reserved rights, induding the copyright.
The Owner shall be permitted to retain copies, induding repro-
ducible copies, of the Architect's DraWings, Speclficatlons and
other documents for information and reference in connection
with the Owner's use and occupancy of the Project. The Archi-
tect's Drawings, Specifications or other documents shall not be
used by 'the Owner or others on other projects, for additions to
this Project or for completion of this Project by others; Unless
the Architect Is adjUdged to be in def.rult under this Agreement,
except by agreement in writing and with appropriate compen-
sation to the Architect. .

8.2 Submission or distribution of documents to meet official
regulatory requirements or for slmiIar purposes in connection
with the Project Is not to be construed as publication in deroga_
tion of the Architect's reserved tights.

ARTICLE 7
ARBITRATION

7.1 Claims, disputes or other matters in question berween the
parries to this Agreement arising out of or relating to this Agree-
ment or breach thereof shall be subject to and decided by arb;..'
tradon in accordance with the Construcdon Industry Arblua--
tIon Rules of the American Arbitration Association currently in
effect unless the parties mutually agree otherwise,

7.2 Demand for arbitradon shall be filed in writing with the
other parry to this Agreement and with the American Arb~
t10n Association. A demand for arbltradon shall be made within
a reasonable time after the claim, dispute or other matter In
question has arisen. In no event shall the demand for arbitration
be made after the date when Institution of legaI or equitable
proceedings hased on such claim, dispure or other matter'In.
question wou1d be barred by the applk:able statutes of 1lJniatIoos.

7.3 No arbitration arising out of or relating to this Agreement
shall include, by consolidation, joinder or in any other manner,
an additional person or entlry not a parry to this Agreement,
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=ept by written consent containing a specific refetence to
this Agreement signed by the Owner. Architect, and any other
person or entlty sought to be joined. Consent to arbitration
involving an additional person or entity shall not constitute
consent to arbitratiOn of any cI2im, dlspute or other m2ller in
question not described in the written consent or with a petSOn
or entity not lWtIed or described therein. The foregoing agree_
ment to arbitrate and other agreementS to arbitrate with an
additional person or entity duly consented to by the parties to
this Agreement shall be specifically enforceable in accordance
with applicable law in any coun having jurisdiction thereof.

7.4 The award rendered by the arbitrator or arbitrators shall be
fmal, and judgment may be entered upon it in accordance with
applicable law in any court haVing jurisdiction thereof.

ARTIClE 8

TERMINATION, SUSPENSION OR ABANDONMENT

8.1 This Agreement may be terminated by either parry upon
not less than seven days' written notice should the other parry
failsubstantially to perform in accordance with the terms of this
Agreement through no l2ult of the party inilialing the termination.

8.2 If the Project is suspended by the Owner for more than 30
consecutive days, the Architect shall be compensated for ser-
vices performed prior to notice of such suspension. When the
Project is resumed, the Architect's compensation shall be equi-
tably adjusred to provide for expenses incurred in the interrup-
tion and resumption of the Architect's services.

8.3 This Agreement may be terminated by the Owner upon
not less than seven days' written notice to the Architect in the
event that the Project is permanently abandoned. If the Project
is abandoned by the Owner for more than 90 consecutlve days,
the Architect may terminate this Agreelnent by giving written
notice.

8.4 Failure of the Owner to make paymentS to the Architect in
accordance with this Agreement shail be considered substantial
nonperfortn2Ilce and cause for termination.

8.5 If the Owner fails to make payment when due the Archi-
leCl for services and expenses, the Architect may, upon seven
days' written notlce to the Owner, suspend performance of ser-
vices under this Agreement. Unless payment in full is received
by the Architect within seven days of the date of the notice, the
suspension shall take effect without further notice. In the event
of a suspension of services, the Architect shall have no liability
to the Owner for delay or damage caused the Owner because
of such suspensIon of services.

8.8 In the event of termination not the fault of the Architect,
the Architect shall be compensated for services performed prior
to terminatlon, together with Reimbursable Expenses then due
and all Terminatlon Expenses ~defined in ~h 8.7. i.;::
8.7 Termination Expenses are in addition to compensarion for
Bosic and Additional Services, and include expenses which are
directly attributable to termination. Termination Expenses shall
be computed as a percentage of the total compensation for
BostcServices and AdQjtionaiServices earned to the lime of ter-
mination, as foliows:

.1 Twenty percent of the total compensation for Basic
and Additional Services earned to date if termination
occurs before or during the predesign, site analysis. or
Schematic DesIgn Phases: or .' ......

.2 Ten percent of the total compensation for Basic and
Additional Services earned to date if termination

ARTlCLE9
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

9.1 Unless otherwise provided, this Agreement shall be gov-
erned by the law of the principal place of business of the
Architect.

9.2 Terms in this Agreement shall have the same meaning as
those in AlA Document AlO I, General Conditions of the Con-
tract for Construction, current as of the date of this Agreement.

9.3 Causes of action between the parties to this Agreement
pertaining to actS or failures to act shall be deemed to have
accrued and the applicable starutes of limitations shall com-
mence to run not later than either the date of Substantial Com-
pletion for acts or failures to act occurring prior to Substantial
Completion, or the date of issuance of the final Certificate for
Payment for actS or failures to act OCcurring after Substantial
Completion.

9.4 The Owner and Architect waive all rightS against each
other and against the contractors, consultantS, agentS and
employees of the other for damages, but only to the extent cov-
ered by properry insurance during construction, except such
rightS as they may have to the proceeds of such insurance as set
forth in the edition of AlADocument AlO I, General Conditions
of the Contract for Construction, current as of the date of this
Agreement. The Owner and Architect each shall require simllar
waivers from their contractors. consultantS and agentS.

9.5 The Owner and Architect, respectively, bind themselves.
their partners, successors, assigns and legal representatives to
the other parry to this Agreement and to the partners, succes-
sors, assigns and legal representatives of such other parry with
respect to all covenantS of this Agreement. Neither Owner nor
Architect shall assign this Agreement without the written con-
sent of the other.

9.8 This Agreement representS the entire and integrated agree..
ment between the Owner and Architect and supersedes all
prior negotiations, representations or agreementS, either writ-
ten or oral. This Agreement may be amended only by written
instrUment signed by both Owner and Architect.

9.7 Nothing contained in this Agreement shall create a contrae~
rual relationship with or a cause of action in favor of a third
parry against either the Owner or Architect.

9.8 Unless otherwise provided in this Agreement, the Architect
and Architect's consultantS shall have no. responsibility for the
dlscovery, presence. handlIng. removal or dlsposa1 of or exp0-
sure of petSOns to hazardous materiais in any form at the 'Project
site, induding but not limited to asbestos, asbestos producls,
po1ychlorinared biphenyl (PCB) or other toxic substances.

9.9 The Architect shall have the right to include representa-
tions of the design of the Project, including photographs of the
exterior and interior, among the Architect's· promotional and
professional materials. The Architect's materials shall not
include the Owner's confidential or proprietary information if
the Owner has previously advised the Architect in writing of
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the spedfIc lnfonn:uion considered by the Owner to be conti-
denti2l or propdet3ly. The Owner sJ12Il provide professional
credit for the Architect on the construction sign :md in the pro-
motion21ll12teriaJs for the Project.

ARTICLE 10

Judge Doerfler introduced First Assistant County Attorney Dale Rye for a
presentation on the Northridge Acres project.

Mr. Rye advised he had been involved with this project for a number of years.
"The first issue is a major health hazard now exists in this subdivision even
in dry weather. Even for those who live in a home which does not have a
failing private sewage disposal facility there are animals, insects arid
runoff down the ditches which cause', health hazards.

Legally it is against the law to discharge sewage into the environment and to
occupy a dwelling which does not have an approved sewage disposal system. If
nothing is done about this situation, the people who occupy the dwellings
which have a failing septic system are facing the possibility of criminal
charges with a fine of up to $500.00 per day or be forced to cease
discharging and occupancy of the dwelling until it has an approved system.

Given soil conditions in the area private sewage facilities for each of the
homes would cost approximately $15,000.00 to $20,000.00 each. A cost
effective issue would be some type collector system. People in the
neighborhood need to be aware the Health District is aware of the violations
in progress and are holding their enforcement actions in abeyance pending the
resolution of this issue --the collector system and the step project in which
we have been involved. If that project falls through it will be necessary
for enforcement steps to be taken which could force residents to vacate their
homes.

Because the soil is so saturated with sewage there is a significant
possibility of filtration into the water system. Texas Natural Resources
Conservation Commission is also aware of that problem and are also holding
their enforcement actions in abeyance pending the resolution of the community
collector system issue. If that issue is not resolved, TNRCC is in a
position where steps will have to be taken regarding the water system - even
to shutting it down. If the water system gets shut down, virtually everyone
in the subdivision will be effected and the next step will be people wanting
to move. The difficulty is there will be no purchasers under these
conditions until this situation is resolved. When people begin realizing the
current market value of their home is less than their current mortgage you
face the possibility of their walking away from the mortgages and moving out
of the neighborhoqd. Increasing vacant homes in the neighborhood cause
health and social problems.

Basically the resolution of this problem is absolutely critical from a legal
point of view because the rest of the county and society cannot tolerate this
situation. If the collector system project falls through you need to
understand the government is not in a position to bail you out - a fact which
I am not sure all the Northridge Acres residents understand. Both the Cities
of Round Rock and Austin have stated they have no interest in annexing this
subdivision.
Williamson County and the State of Texas are constitutionally prohibited from
operating utility systems which means the residents have the responsibility
of resolving the problem. Grant funds are available from the State of Texas
for community projects. For the last year and a half, Williamson County and
the State of Texas along with various neighborhood residents have been
working on the step program which involves work being done by the community.
To receive the grant funds the community must be able to show they are
contributing such a high level of effort the total cost of the project is
substantially reduced. People who live in the community cannot be on the
payroll of the project - it involves community volunteers contributing their
time and effort.
The community program from the State of Texas requires substantial
cooperation within the neighborhood which cannot be effective if they are in
disagreement. And if this project does not happen then it will be the
responsibility of each residence to have the $15,000.00 to $20,000.00 system
installed.
The county government is on hold and the state government cannot help the
situation without the cooperation of the neighborhood. So, the ball is in
the court of the residents of Northridge Acres.

Williamson County and the State of Texas are willing to do anything they
reasonably and legally can to facilitate the project which ultimately is the
responsibility of the community."

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Mrs. Nettie Brown, President of the Northridge Acres Homeowners Association
acknowledged discord in the neighborhood and the dire need for the sewer
project.
