Mike Weaver of Prime Strategies discussed road bond issues. Mr. Weaver mentioned a new standard contract
for engineers to sign and right-of-way issues. He suggested that the court consider a resolution to request the
cities’ cooperation in acquiring rights-of-way, as the cities are allowed to ask for a larger right-of-way. He
also talked about a new road bond web site, www.roadbonds.org, that contains information concerning the
road bond projects. Mr. Weaver asked the Commissioners to consider a work session on road bonds to be held
on February 13, 2001, and tentatively schedule a second session for February 27, 2001, or March 14, 2001.
Mr. Weaver also suggested inviting the officers of area utility companies to a reception or luncheon to gain
their cooperation in the process.

Commissioner Boatright asked that the Advanced Funding Agreement and resolution be added back to the
January 30, 2001 agenda to revise the timeline imposed on TxDOT.

Commissioner Boatright asked for an item on next week’s agenda for action on an interlocal agreement with
the City of Liberty Hill for county services. '

Commissioner Hays requested that the Commissioners look at how the money is spent on the design/build
project, to make sure any additional costs could be offset from the current budget for the project.
