Subject: Proposed Multi-way Stop Signs on C.

According to the 1980 edition of the Texas Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices
there are three factors that should form the basis of an engineering and traffic
investigation for determining the proper installation of a multi-way stop sign. The
factors are as follows:

1. Where traffic signals are warranted and urgently needed, the multi-way stop is
an interim measure that can be installed quickly to control traffic while
arrangements are being make for the signal installation.

2. An accident problem, as indicated by five or more reported accidents of a type
susceptible of correction by a multi-way stop installation in a 12-month period.
Such accidents include right- and left-turn collisions as well as right-angie
collisions. .

3. Minimum traffic volumes:

(a) The total vehicular volume entering the intersection from all approaches
must average at least 500 vehicles per hour for any 8 hours of an average
day, and

(b) The combined vehicular and pedestrian volume from the minor street or
highway must average at least 200 units per hour for the same 8 hours,
with an average delay to minor street vehicular traffic of at least 30
seconds per vehicle during the maximum hour, but

(¢) When the 85-percentile approach speed of the major street traffic exceeds 40
miles per hour, the minimum vehicular volume warrant is 70 percent of
the above requirements.

From January 29 though January 30, volume counts were conducted at the intersection
of Great Oaks and Pepper Rock and from January 23 to January 24, volume counts were
conducted at the intersection of Great Oaks and Liberty Walk. As shown in the
attached counts in Exhibit A, this intersection does not come close to meeting the
minimum traffic volume warrant. The best available information that I have regarding
accidents at this intersection do not meet the accident warrant. None of these
intersections meet the warrant for traffic signals.

1t is therefore my professional opinion that the placement of multi-way stop signs at the
above stated intersection is not warranted. [ recommend that the Williamson County
Sheriff’s Department be encouraged to enforce the existing posted speed limit.
