Comments from commissioners.

Judge Doerfler asked Julie Kiley to discuss separating the fleet maintenance function of URS from the rest of
the department for accounting purposes. Julie stated that the outside auditors had recommended separating the
areas so that road and bridge money would not be spent on maintenance functions.
