Hear update on field response to emergency mental health calls from Gary Griffin, Constable, Pct. #1.

Constable Precinct 1 Gary Griffin addressed the court regarding the effectiveness of M26 Taser guns in
responding to mental health calls. Less than lethal force taser guns disrupt the central nervous system by
delivering 50,000 volts through 26 watts. In the history of its use, there has been no record of medical injury.
This includes instances when deployed on persons with pacemakers, children, pregnant women or people in
standing water. This method has been deployed twice in Williamson County. He performed a demonstration
on Lieutenant Mike Schnautz.
